A Tanzanian Adventure i Part 4

As many of you know, | spent the majority of July in Tanzania along with 16 friends from
Peterhead/Fraserburgh. A lot of you have asked about the trip since | got back and I've
struggled to give you any sort of meaningful response because there’s so much to say
and no real way to say it. | thought that | might try explaining it through written word
instead and this is the final part of my Tanzanian Adventure.

Day 17:

We had a sports day for the kids this afternoon, which was brilliant fun. | didn’'t have the
energy to join in, but sat on the sidelines with Osmundi & Devis, these two really shy brothers
with horrendous facial scarring from a fire. It's funny because, despite that, they are seriously
the most adorable, cute little kids. They may be shy, but their bright little personalities don’t
half shine through!

Sports day had them running races individually & with a partner, then throwing themselves
over our make-shift high jump. The height that some of these kids, with missing arms or legs,
can launch themselves over that pole is astounding! They are completely fearless & they
never ever give up.

We took them for their first shot on the trampoline after that &it was so much fun to see. They
were completely overjoyed to stand in a huge long queue for a 60 second bounce on the
trampoline. It says a lot about gratitude & appreciation because I’'m not convinced our kids at
home would have been patient for quite so long.

Even the kids in wheelchairs who were stuck on the sides just watching were absolutely
delighted with themselves. It was a real blessing to see.

| had to leave after a while because the shaking started for the 4th time that day & was pretty

bad. | tried to go to bed but never made it because my legs completely caved in. Mama Kindi

ran off to get help & all | remember is hearing people shouting & Susanna & Fiona helping me
to bed. | was lying there, vaguely aware of different people coming in & out, until Joy came &

made me lie down in the air-conditioning of their house.

They decided | needed to go to hospital to get checked out. | HATE hospitals & was
desperate not to go, but | understand why they made me. The hospital was clearly one of the
better ones in the city, with Joy commenting that | would have to go there “because I'm white,”
and | can now see why. Not only did the staff all speak English, but we had to pay for
everything, step by step through the process, and though it was very cheap compared to
prices elsewhere, | don’t imagine many Tanzanians could afford to pay.

They ended up taking blood samples & testing for malaria, which was clear, but they
discovered that my blood sugar levels were stupidly low. The doctor basically said | just had
to keep eating, whether | could keep it down or not, and sent us off on the hunt for some anti-
nausea pills. He couldn’t explain the shaking or tingling though & told me to come back the
next day so they could do an ECG on my heart. More hospitals .great!

Day 19:

Saturday was a pretty lazy, touristy kind of day for the team; a last chance to properly chill out
before heading home. We headed to Slipway & spent most of the day there just chilling out in
our own small groups, shopping on the stalls, drinking smoothies, eating ice-cream & sitting
down for dinner. It was nice just to hang out & pick up some souvenirs, but | was glad when
the time came to head back to the compound.

We were back early enough in the evening to spend time with the kids & go to what | can only
call “Sunday School” on a Saturday. Major Nsimba was reading from the Bible & speaking &
even though he was being translated | couldn’t pick up much of what was going on, but the
kids did some singing & that is always a delight to hear.



Day 20:

Breakfast at 9am before a 10:30am meeting. Some of the kids from the school were there so
the place was absolutely packed. | ended up squashed in between Lucy in the pew &
Liteness in her wheelchair, with Racho on my knee. | felt like a real African woman holding
her every time we stood & dancing with her balanced on my hip! She is light as a feather for a
child of 3; completely adorable & continually making my heart melt.

| love the freedom of a Tanzanian meeting: the way that you can leave if you need to, grab
some fresh air if you want, and completely pour everything out to God when you stay. The
doors are flung wide open during the service, partly because of the heat, partly so the kids
outside can see, & | love that it's such a contrast to our closed-in-private-party of a church we
tend to have over here. It's open & inviting, the way church surely should be!

We didn’t really do much all day after that, but spent most of it playing with the kids.

| have grown completely attached to Racho & Onay & love my little nursing kids who keep
coming to visit me. | was sat outside my hut with them for part of the afternoon, while they
doodled in my diary, attempted to teach me games & played with my hair. It's sore having
them tug and tie it so tightly, but it's sweet too. The texture of our hair is so unknown to them
& they’re fascinated. And they just want to be your friend & look after you!

Day 21:
Our final day in Tanzania. Today was a happy & a sad day all rolled into one.

We attended the school assembly this morning, presenting them with a cheque for £8000
(part of which came from In:spire’s sponsored famine) to cover the cost of new desks for the
whole school. The children sang for us, the head-teacher spoke & the team had pictures
taken with the pupils & the staff.

The first batch of desks arrived this afternoon — the people who made them stopping their
jobs to have 10 ready before we left — and it was so nice to see how pleased the head-
teacher & the kids all were. The desks & chairs are each hand-carved with metal legs that can
be adjusted according to height so that the children in wheelchairs can fit in them comfortably.
Great stuff!

We spent the rest of the day playing with the children as much as we possibly could. Sara
finally returned to the school & | was so happy to see her! She was my little star last year &
she remembered me & showered me with hugs. We had all the kids (and some of the staff)
on the trampoline in the afternoon & it was a real delight to see them all so happy.

It got sad as evening approached though, with everyone gathering in Joy & Linda’s house for
a final thank you & farewell. They gave each of us thank you cards with a picture of some of
the kids, which was really sweet, and took time to pray for the team.

We ate dinner after that & then it was time to say goodbye to the kids — always the hardest
part. We only spent a week with them this time & yet they still grow attached to us & us to
them. It is heartbreaking to hug them all with tears in their eyes as we say goodbye, yet it is
incredible too. It amazes me to think that we could each touch each other’s lives so deeply in
such a short space of time & the tears, to me, only go to show what we’ve achieved.

We came to Tanzania to share Christ’s loves & make a difference in these children’s lives &
I'd like to think we did that. What astounds me more, though, is how much of a difference
these children can make to us. They are beautiful, joyful souls despite their disabilities & their
perseverance & strength is a true inspiration. The concern, kindness & love they share with
each of us is a real blessing & that school is a very aptly named place. It really is a school of
hope.

St Nicholas Centenary Hymn

‘We Come this Day to Worship You’
(Words by Douglas Gulland, music by Isobel Mcllwraith)

We hope you have enjoyed listening to and singing our new Centenary Hymn ‘We
Come this Day to Worship You’ in the last few weeks. We have been delighted to
hear from so many people who have said that the words and music seem to capture
just the right thoughts and feelings about worshipping in St Nicholas in this centenary
year. We are both immensely pleased (and not a little moved) that the hymn will be
used at our Centenary Service on 7th December.

But where did the hymn come from? Or perhaps, how did the words and music
come to be written?

It's difficult to say just how or when the idea of writing a hymn for the Centenary
arose: certainly the first verse more or less emerged from nowhere! Perhaps you
could say it might have been inspired — but the inspiration required some minor
editing by Margaret McIntosh, who had an early sight of the hymn. Margaret also
helped with some advice on the music.

The ideas in verses 2 — 4 (the people, the building, the windows) are really quite
simple. And anyone looking around our congregation and sanctuary can readily
identify with the faith of the people, the solidity and grandeur of the architecture and
the beauty and significance of the windows. The new vestibule provided just the right
idea for the last verse — “Your church presents an open door’. This led to an image
of God’s Word being introduced into the church at the beginning of the service and its
centrality in our faith.

But fundamentally, the hymn is about the worship of God.

So although the words came before the music, the idea of composing a piece of
music for the Centenary had been in Isobel’s mind anyway. On reading the words of
‘We Come this Day to Worship You’, the musical inspiration came!

The melody is simple in style and shows some influence of Scottish folk music. The
traditional harmonic setting for organ, choir and congregation reflects both the
splendour of our building and the certainty and confidence with which we seek to
praise and worship God.

‘From a Spark to a Flame’ (the audio/visual presentation in March this year)
demonstrated that the people of St Nicholas have been worshipping God in this
building for a hundred years. We are the inheritors of their faith and the custodians
of God’s house.

‘We Come this Day to Worship You’ recognises our gratitude to those who have

preceded us here in St Nicholas, but most of all it acknowledges God’s love for them
- and for us.

Hidden Dangers: Lessons from 1 Kings

We come now to the first of two Books of Kings. Along with the two Books of
Chronicles these record the progress of Israel, now established as a nation in their
own land under formal government. It should have been a golden era: alas it did not
turn out that way.

This exercise of his gifts and abilities, and the goodwill associated with the venture,
however, became a snare to Solomon. Using the same processes (tax and voluntary
labour) he went on to build his own palace, extend his own kingdom and to amass
even more of his own wealth. He, rather than God, became the focal point.

At the ostentatious dedication of the Temple earlier God had warned about such

neglect. Thatwarningwas not heeded. Little wonder, th
there was a revolt. The Kingdom was divided into Israel and Judah, idol worship

became common and, by default, Ahab and his infamous wife, Jezebel, championed

of Baal worship. God was ruled out.

It is against such a background that the second major character of this book emerges.
Elijah, the prophet of God, challenges Ahab on Mt Carmel and wins. Through that
victory God is vindicated and the faithful are again given their place. A corrective has
been applied. God restores the testimony.

What can we learn from this collection of stories and record of events? Three

principles suggest themselves. Firstly, any servant of God 1 however gifted with

Reflection on the ministry

In this last Reflection on the Ministry in this Centenary Year it is not
inappropriate to be reflecting back on what that ministry has achieved. In
among all the wide range of activities, the consistent emphasis has been on
what God wants and how He wants to achieve that. It is not unsimilar to the
events in the Books of Samuel and Kings.

Throughout this year the ministry theme has been: the Call of God, our
Response to that invitation and an appreciation of the Consequences and
implications of that commission.

Joshua was called as God'’s warrior, commissioned to carry out God’s will in
God’s way. Based on his earlier commitment through his apprenticeship
under Moses, it took great courage and confidence in his God to take up that
challenge and to see God win. He saw Jericho — a major obstacle to the
progress of God’s purpose - reduced to rubble. Praise, prayer and faith
ensured that victory.

Eventually, the whole land was conquered and, under David and Solomon,
the Temple was built. Outwardly, there was much to indicate achievement and
success. But the reality was different. Jeremiah warned that “My people have
committed two sins: they have forsaken Me and have hewn out broken

| cisterns that hold no water.” The grandeur of Solomon’s ostentatious

« performances and buildings stood in great contrast to the waywardness of the
! people. It was into this situation of superficial success and attention given to

i wrong priorities that Jeremiah was called of God to minister and to call the
