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Dear Friends, 
 
Normally over the Christmas period, once the special services are over, life is 
very quiet as people are taken up with family and friends – but this year, 
things have hardly seemed to stop with pastoral demands. It means that the 
year has set off to a flying start. I suppose after last year this year must be a 
quieter year after all the activity of our centenary, none the less, it should be a 
good and exciting year. 
As I write this letter I am looking forward to a meeting that is to be looking at 
building our relationship with Phiri Church in Malawi and seeing how best we 
can disburse the funds allocated to Malawi. Just this past weekend I received 
a letter from Rev. Joseph Chimembe sending his good wishes and God‟s 
blessing to our congregation. Along with the letter there was a memory card 
with photos and some video clips of the church in Phiri and some of the 
people there. They have identified some work that is going on with which we 
can help them. There is a need to extend the present building and already 
bricks have been made by the local people and fired (this is the part that the 
local church can play but the expensive and difficult part for them is to get the 
corrugated iron and timbers for the roof). This is undoubtedly where we can 
help; although for the people of Phiri this will be a huge issue, for us it will be 
relatively easy to help. Part of the work of this group will be to encourage and 
foster relationships between the two congregations, and the various groups 
within the church. I hope within the next few weeks to be able to display some 
of the photos and video clips for people to see. 
After the success of the „Up Close and Personal‟ series that were run on 
Monday morning and Wednesday afternoon I am actively looking at having a 
regular meeting on Mondays for those who would like to learn more about 
their faith in a friendly non threatening environment. We might well be able to 
provide something on a less frequent basis on a Wednesday – more details to 
follow. 
During the first half of the year we are also planning a Christianity explored 
but the final details haven‟t yet been put in place but details will be available in 
the Intimations and we would encourage folk to think about taking part in this 
project where we will be looking at the gospel of Mark over a period of some 
10 weeks. 
I have just recently begun a first communicant‟s class and have some six 
people joining the church and have had enquiries from one or two others who 
want to join at our next communion. We are greatly blessed in a variety of 
ways, but one way that is noticeable is that we have younger families in the 
church. During the centenary year steps were taken to encourage them to be 
and feel part of what was taking place, but I feel very strongly that we must be 
careful to ensure that the young people in our church are welcome and 
involved, and able to grow spiritually, to be challenged and nurtured, and that 
in ways that are appropriate for them. We live in times that are challenging for 
many, many people and we must be ready to speak a word in season.

The 
children and young folk were delighted to receive the gift of a star in celebration of 
our Church‟s Centenary at the end of the service.  How appropriate that the symbol 
chosen was a star which henceforth will be hung on Christmas trees every December 
as the children and their parents prepare to celebrate our Lord‟s birth.  We hope the 
star will also serve as a reminder of the verse “that you may become blameless and 
pure, children of God without fault in the midst of a crooked and depraved 
generation, in which you shine like stars in the universe”.

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Unlocking the Bible (18) 

  

MMeeddiiooccrr ii ttyy  RReeiiggnnss::   LLeessssoonnss  ffrroomm  22  KKiinnggss    
After the post-grandeur of 1 Kings we now come to a Second Kings with its scenario 

of dissipation and mediocrity. It begins with a futile attempt by Ahab to rid himself of 

an incurable disease by seeking ómagicalô help from the prophet Elijah. Later, 

Naaman the Syrian is disappointed that he is not given a spectacular treatment when 

seeking healing. In their eyes God is reduced to a dispenser of miracles, on request, 

and with due deference to human status.  

Early in the book Elijah is taken up to heaven and his mantle falls on Elisha, a 

powerful prophet who effects a large number of minor miracles; but no longer the 

great challenge that Elijah posed. Even the notorious Jezebel meets an ignominious 

end. The glory days are gone: this book is a collection of small scenes and 

inconsequential actions. 

This book outlines the existence, and very little more, of a series of kings of both 

Israel and Judah. Most of them were non-descript, guilty of not pleasing the Lord, 

adopting heathen practices; and subject to petty ï often fatal ï intrigue and treason. 

There was a distinct lack of leadership and commitment. More than one surrenders the 

Temple treasures in an effort to appease their oppressors. That is a dismal picture. It 

suggests complete abandonment of any uniqueness that was to characterize them as 

the People of God.  

There are some positives, however. The prophet Elisha, different from his predecessor 

Elijah, was able to bring Godôs power into ordinary situations. Another feature is that 

there were some of the kings, particularly of Judah, who decided to go against the tide 

of decline and tried to restore the worship of God as being central in the Temple. One 

of these, Hezekiah, withstood the mighty Sennacherib and the Assyrian host. 

It is significant that any such action arose out of personal conviction about diligence: 

making sure the Temple dues were paid and, more importantly, used. In Josiahôs case 

this led to the discovery of the Book of the Law and subsequent reforms.  

But though temporarily effective, none of these was lasting and this book ï which 

provides the background to the Prophets - records the Captivity of both Israel and of 

Judah. To all intents and purposes they have disregarded God and are now punished 

by being absorbed by invading Powers. 

It is a sad episode and shows what can happen when there is an abandonment of 

following the Lord, the absence of a prophetic voice, and weak leadership in things of 

God. 

Yet that history, with the apparent loss of the distinctive People of God to become 

prisoners of another nation can be seen in a different light - the light of Providence. 

The books of Chronicles cover the same history as Samuel and Kings but portray 

them within a Divine, Providential, perspective and demonstrate that, as the prophets 

foretold, judgement leads to blessing. 

We will look at that next time. 
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Reflection on the ministry 

This monthõs reflection comes from someone who benefitted from 

the Up Close and Personal Bible Studies conducted by Mr Fiddes at 

the end of last year. She writes: òThinking of a diagram from one 
of the Sunday at Seven meetings, d epicting the deposit of the 
Holy Spirit in each believer as a red dot which expands within us as 
we let Him, I thought of the concept of bodily health in spiritual terms. Christ in 
us should be life. As a Christian I am alive! But am I healthy?  

Questions I  came to ask myself are: Is my pulse strong or weak, slow or fast? 
What about my heartbeat? Does it beat at one with God or am I out of sync? 
And my temperature ð is it hot, cold or only lukewarm? What about my senses? 
Am I alert listening to God, concentr ating with all my senses? What is He 
saying? Can I hear properly? Can I see well? How healthy am I spiritually?  

Thinking further about its practical application in situations described in 
Philippians 4: 6 when it says:  

Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, 
with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, 
which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in 
Christ Jesus. 

caused me to wonder. For example, when I am anxious, what do I do first? Do I 
turn to God to speak with Him about what is really on my heart and mind as well 
as on my lips; and tell Him the way it is? Or do I rum about like a headless 
chicken not knowing what to do or where to go? Do I simply tell any and ev ery 
one who will listen about my circumstances; or do I surround myself with Godly 
counsellorsõ and ask them to pray for me and seek Godly advice? In this respect 
am I ð are we - out of tune and out of step with God and His plans for us? 
Spiritually, am I functioning properly?  

I realised that God wants to ôrevitaliseõ us, bring us back to shape, and restore 
us to full and vigorous living. The other Sunday morning Mr Fiddes read the 
verse from Isaiah which says:  

Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past.  See, I am doing a new 
thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it? I am making a way in the 
desert and streams in the wasteland.” Isaiah 43, v18. 

God says, òBehold I make all things newõ. That is the heart of the matter. As 
God takes my pulse, what does He find? In a day when we are anxious about our 
physical body and appearance, what about our spiritual health and appetite? Are 
we hungry, starving, just peckish or already full? Are we surviving on junk food ð 
the easy option, looking for comfo rt in the wrong places; and focusing on things 
that donõt really satisfy or comfort us? Or are we concerned with being 
spiritually healthy?  

Letôs truly get up ñclose and personalò to God, and, by attending to our spiritual 

wellbeing, let His life grow within us and flow through us.

We also received a hand 

written letter bringing news that a shop is being set up and terms agreed for 

the hire of the wedding and bridesmaid dresses sent, the pr oceeds of which will 

impact greatly in many areas and bring immeasurable blessing to the young 

brides benefiting from these thoughtful gifts.  

 

We bring this news for your encouragement and assurance that the goods so 

willingly donated are arriving safely i n Malawi and bringing great joy and blessing 

to the grateful recipients.  

 

And so another new year is upon us and already we have had a wonderful 

response to our January appeal for toiletries and a generous donation from the 

coffee after church fund towards  transport.   For the month of FEBRUARY we 

intend to collect STATIONERY ITEMS such as pens, pencils, colouring pencils, 

rubbers, paper, colouring books and jotters etc.  In the past these goods were 

distributed throughout Bandawe Presbytery but now we are able to send our 

items collected directly to PHIRI our new partner Church in Malawi.  

 

We continue to give thanks for your goodness and generosity especially during 

this time of economic uncertainty in our own country and your support is truly 

valued.

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John Logan Milliken : January 1920 December 2008 
 

Jack was born at 17 Heathfield Road in Ayr and spent all of his life in Ayrshire. His 
father was licensee at the Black Bull Hotel in Tarbolton and for the first four – eight 
years of his working life Jack worked alongside him. After the death of his father the 
licence was given up and Jack went to work with Turner and Ewen, then William 
Younger and then Scottish & Newcastle. He was a traveller and saw a good deal of 
the country. He travelled for some 14 years in Galloway and had a particular love for 
that part of the country. For the last few years of his working life he travelled in 
Ayrshire and retired at the age of 60, but was then called back for a further 18 
months. 
Jack & Jean have shared some 58 years of happy married life together. They had 
met at the dancing at the Pavilion when Jean had come down to Ayr on holiday from 
Kirkcaldy and was staying at Midton Road in Ayr. They knew the joy of a family when 
Elizabeth (now married to Ian) came along . 
 
Jack saw some 6 years of military service in the Royal Army Service Corp, and was 
in the R.E.M.E. before being discharged. Jack had all sorts of experiences in the 
army,  in North Africa, Palestine and Italy. It was when he was in Palestine that he 
was blown up at a petrol dump and injured his legs. In Italy he was in charge of petrol 
supplies, and it was while there that he had a road accident, when he was hit by an 
American truck. Jack was always an excellent driver and took great care of his cars. 
In fact he was particular about everything and very good with his hands and always 
working at something. The cars which he used as a traveller were changed every 
couple of years and there was great interest when Jack‟s cars came in as they were 
always so well looked after. 
 
Jack was someone who was thirled to the Kirk - an elder for a long number of years, 
a founder member for the Thursday Group, doing all sorts of jobs around the church 
and supplying flowers for the windows in the corridor of the church. 
 
Jack was a thorough gentleman who always believed it was “nice to be nice”. He was 
someone who was “nice”, but more than that - he was someone who was deeply 
caring and extremely helpful. In 1948 he was one of the first people at the site of an 
air crash where he rescued some 6 people out of the wreckage and tended to them 
until further help arrived. In a particularly bad snow storm, when travelling up past 
Dalmellington with an older man in the car, he managed to find an abandoned bus in 
which to take shelter and then made his way to a farm to get help. 
 
Jack was great Burns enthusiast and a Cronie in Prestwick Burns Club. He had an 
extensive knowledge of poetry and was also a lovely singer, and a very good artist 
who enjoyed drawing cartoons.  
 
Jack was a loving husband and father, brother, uncle and part of a large extended 
family.
