There are times when
we need to look hard and carefully at what we do and why we do things. |
remember the story which | have used before where a young woman is
inviting her parents round for their first Sunday dinner at the daughters house;

chops the leg in two and places it in her brand new large oven., her mother
looks at her quite quizzically and asks why she has chopped the leg of lamb in

t wo, and the daughter replies thatos

prepare it . Ayhwasthatshelhadtoilsop itiretwo because her

oven wasno6t big enough. We do things
dondt always know why we do them, or

our activities. Easter is a time to remember again the great love that God has
for us, that while we were still sinners He provided a way for us to return to
God and be welcomed back as sons and daughters.

There are some other hard questions that are being asked within the church
and that process has already begun. St. Nicholas church has a membership,
on paper, of approximately eight hundred. We are in a very fortunate situation
where we have a regular attendance of around the two hundred mark each
Sunday. It has become apparent over the years, often in discussion with
elders, that there are a good number of people who joined the church for one
reason or another and then have either slipped away or decided that the
church is no longer for them. | am not talking about those who for reasons of
illness or age are no longer able to be involved, but rather those who are fit
well and healthy. To be a member of the church there is a requirement to be
part of a worshipping community, i.e. to come to church on a Sunday and join
in public worship; it is perhaps the most basic of the requirements. Last year a
letter was sent out to all members inviting them to return to, and thankfully we

BUDGET 2009

The General Account budget for 2009 was recently approved by the Congregational
Board and is now printed alongside together with the actual figures for 2008 (see
below).

In the present deflationary economic climate we expect costs in general to rise more
slowly than in past years and accordingly we hope to contain increases in our total
expenditure to about 2%. The major part of our outgoing, to National Ministry and
Mission, is , of course, out with our control being a Mandatory commitment placed on
us by Edinburgh.

In order to cover our costs, allow for contingencies and maintain an adequate surplus
we would require to see our income rise by 2.5%. The bulk of our income comes
from members givings and we are extremely fortunate in St. Nicholas to have a
substantial core of committed and supportive members. To sustain this liberality and
to achieve our current targets we would encourage all members to give prayerful
consideration to their financial support of the church and to review regularly their
offerings. It would also be a great help if members would, where appropriate, give by
the tax-efficient method through the Gift Aid scheme.

What is Gift Aid ?

It is a government scheme that enables the Church to
reclaim the tax you have already paid on the money you
give in your offering.

Provided that an individual is a basic rate tax payer then
the Government will repay tax on offerings donated
provided that a record of these offerings is maintained.
The tax recovered in 2007 was £13,806 which was almost 12% of our total income. If
all offerings had been gift aided then this figure would have been doubled.

How much does the church benefit from Gift Aid ?

The reduction in the basic rate of Income Tax to 20% means that the Church can
recover tax at the rate of 25p for every £1 given

£20 becomes £25
£100 becomes £125
£800 becomes £1000

If members of the congregation give offerings of £40,000 as Gift Aid contributions,
the tax refund will increase this total to £50,000.

If members of the congregation give offerings of £80,000 as Gift Aid contributions,
the tax refund will increase this total to £100,000.

Who can give through Gift Aid ?

Unlocking the Bible (20)

Failure Factors: Losing sight of priorities -
Lessons from 2 Chronicles

With David now gone, it is left to Solomon to ensure that the dream is realiséitegmject
completed. He now provides the lead and also carries out the work. 2 Chronicles records his
exploits and continues the story.

Initially, as the first seven chapters record, everything goes well. He takes up the supply
arrangements negotiatey Bavid, engages the people, builds the exquisite Temple and
oversees its dedication in a grand ceremony.

Solomori significant contribution is in his skill, expertise, accomplishment and excellence.
But, they are also the makings of his downfall, f@ytemphasise the external, the apparent,
and that which can be quantified and embellished. They concentrate on the cosmetic
appearance not on the expression of substance. Solomon succumbed to the temptation of
continuing that endeavoiirand theuse of godwill and resources for his own

showmanship. It was achievements for the purposes of display and self aggrandisement. It
was pride before a fall.

What followed makes sad reading. Solo@dagacyi apart from the visible Templewas
discontent, rebellio and division as the northern tribes revolted against the (by now
purposeless) exploitation and formed a kingdom of their own, leaving Judah (and Benjamin)
to continue in Jerusalem. Understandable as Bréke northern kingdom) complaints were,
the irheritance is through Judah. Consequently, Chronicles ignores the Israel aspect of this
story and concentrates on what happened through Judah and its kings. It is only concerned
with the fulfilment of Gods purpose.

What follows in 2 Chronicles are the eajt$ and achievements of a number of kings of the
southern kingdom. Most follow the ways of the Lord, seeking to establish good practice even
though a number fail in critical aspects, like incomplete clearance of foreign gods. Those who
do follow the Lordfind Him faithful. For example, Jehoshaphat proves @&sttength and

enabling in overcoming Moab in a battle where we have thospioted wordsfO our God,

we are helpless against this great host. We do not know what to so, but our wyes are unto
Theeo God vindicated that stance and gave them the victory.

Others continued that trust and initiated further reforms and positive initiatives. Foremost
among the reported (and therefore commended) activities were: restoring the Temple,
encouraging voluntaryantribution and celebrating the Passadvelll activities emphasising
the centrality of God and their responsibility to be @@y natiord

But, despite these brave efforts tiwrce of gravitpwas such that, when deliberate,
disciplined, enterprise & not being exercised obedience was weak and the ungodly
influences strong. By the end of the book the nation has been taken captive.

What can we learn from it? Surely, it is a reminder that our responsibility is to be totally and
always committed tédo Thy will, o Lordj to avoid the temptation of replacing Gatthe
centrewith ourselves, and to be strong in maintaining that positive witness and endeavour,
knowing that the default tendencyfigone to wander, Lord | feel it; prone to leave the God |
loved But, as Ezra, our next book will show, God is redemptive and such failure leads to
restoration and success.
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Reflection on the ministry

Over this past month the regular pulpit ministry has been
supplemented by Up Close and Personal, a series of informal Bible
Studies on Monday mornings led by Maureen Bird looking at
incidents in and features of the life of Jesus between the Cradle
and the Cross. Here are some reflections from that series.

Jesus called disciples to be with Him and to carry on res  ponsibility for spreading
the gospel after he had ascended. They were a motley crew, drawn from

different backgrounds and possessing varied personalities. Yet, each was called.
And, in being called had, like Peter and Andrew or James and John, to leave

the ir present mode of life and begin a new one following Him. That is what
becoming a Christian is: leaving one life and committing ourselves to Another.

During this time Jesus presented His message in parables. One of the better

known onesisthestoryoft he O6prodigal sond6 and the el der b
son took what the father bestowed upon him and wasted it, sinking to great

depths. Yet, from there he was able to repent, return, seek forgiveness and be

reinstated as a true son. That was cause for rejo  icing indeed. But the older

brother, who had remained at home, resented all of that. Two lessons here: In

the first place there is forgiveness when we truly repent and come to our

senses. But, also there can be a hardness of attitude from a self righteousn ess,

such as that displayed by the Pharisees.

Incidents were also important. In Matthew 22 we encounter a number of these,

each with a different significance. In the one, Mary anointed the head and feet

of Jesus with very costly ointment as He sat at the meal table. Her action was

spontaneous and yet meaningful. Her appreciation and adoration of Jesus was

such that she gave it expression, using something that was precious to her, yet

the costliness was part of her praise. At the same time Judas, took a dif ferent

view. He thought purely in material terms and reckoned how much money such

perfume coul Begvemiothepoarnd ddow we worship the Lor
depends on our attitude and motivation.

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND

PARISH DEVELOPMENT FUND (PDF)

The Convener of the Parish Development Fund Committee has requested that
information about the workings of this fund be brought to the attention of all Kirk
Sessions and Congregations.

The Fund was created a humber of years ago by the General Assembly, to provide
part funding to support congregational initiatives which have a community focus
and are responding to local needs.

The General Assembly has committed finance for the Fund up until the end of 2010 -
and in 2008 instructed the Council of Assembly along with the PDF Committee to
undertake a review of the Fund, in order to bring recommendations for its future to
the General Assembly of 2009.

In response to this instruction, an external evaluation of the Fund was carried out
towards the end of last year, some of the findings of which were as follows :

Nearly £3.5 million has so far been allocated to local church initiatives across
Scotland.

169 grants have been paid to 135 congregations as churches have been
encouraged to work in partnership, not only with other churches of any
denomination, but also with local community organisations, such as schools,
Social Work, Police, NHS, etc.

PDF Funding has been seen to be directly responding to social need in parishes /
communities.

The funded projects demonstrate grass roots parish and community development
around the needs of quite vulnerable people.

The Evaluation reported in favourable terms of the success of PDF, while noting that
it is a requirement of funding that projects obtain match funding.
