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Dear Friends, 
 
I find this a strange time of year as the winter has gone, spring is here and 
many of the organisations are starting to think about winding up for the 
session, and yet there is still a long time to go before we have the summer 
and holidays and a great deal more work to be done. 
In a few days we will have a Kirk Session meeting and will be looking again at 
the whole area of membership and the large number of people who claim 
allegiance to the church but show no real interest in worship or meeting 
together as the people of God. It is important not only that Christians meet 
together to worship God but also that they grow in their faith and in their 
understanding of the truth of the gospel but also the application of that truth in 
their lives. I still remember some years ago now going with the youth group 
abseiling, as I stood at the bottom of the drop I shouted encouragement and 
what I considered to be helpful suggestions, and you know it was really 
incredibly easy to do, especially when you were standing at the bottom and it 
was someone else who was dangling on a rope over a cliff face. Strangely 
enough it was a different matter when it was my turn to step off the edge of 
the cliff. As Christians there is no doubt from the New Testament that we are 
intended to live as a community, that we are to join together for worship and 
mutual encouragement, but that is not an end in itself but rather a means to 
an end. The end that we have is to glorify God in our lives and in our work and 
witness. 
Easter this year has been a great time of celebration with our Holy Week 
Services, March of Witness and Easter Day services throughout the town. 
During that march of witness someone who saw the march asked someone 
what the protest was about. I suppose we were protesting that Easter is 
important and Jesus needs to be taken out into our towns. 
After Easter where do we go? The liturgical answer would be to Pentecost, 
but as church I feel we need to have a direction and the more I think of or 
situation as a church and the things we need to know and learn the more I 
find myself looking back to the traditional church. I suppose I have always 
practiced a traditional ministry, as far as many consider tradition. I would like 
to take that tradition further and look at how the church was in New Testament 
times in the book of Acts – to look at the practices and the fundamental 
principles that were the foundations of the church, but I would also like the 
congregation to join with me in this and look at making our church more of a 
New Testament Church, not only in its thinking but also in its practice (even if 
it feels like dangling over a cliff on the end of a rope). There is much we can 
learn, from how the saints and apostles served Christ and the church, but also 
how they shared the good news of Jesus with the world.

Gift Aid é is Good News 
 

What is Gift Aid ? 
 

It is a government scheme that enables the Church to 
reclaim the tax you have already paid on the money you 
give in your offering. 
 
Provided that an individual is a basic rate tax payer then 
the Government will repay tax on offerings donated 
provided that a record of these offerings is maintained. 
The tax recovered in 2007 was £13,806 which was almost 12% of our total income. If 
all offerings had been gift aided then this figure would have been doubled. 

 

How much does the church benefit from Gift Aid ? 
 

The reduction in the basic rate of Income Tax to 20% means that the Church can 
recover tax at the rate of 25p for every £1 given 
 
£20 becomes £25 
£100 becomes £125 
£800 becomes £1000 
 
If members of the congregation give offerings of £40,000 as Gift Aid contributions, 
the tax refund will increase this total to £50,000. 
 
If members of the congregation give offerings of £80,000 as Gift Aid contributions, 
the tax refund will increase this total to £100,000. 
 

Who can give through Gift Aid ?

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St Nicholas Sunday School 

Hello again, 

Well, wasn‟t  the Easter bonnet competition   a real humdinger!  What 
superb entries  and what great fun  it was -  a superb  idea by Mr Fiddes.  
 

(Just in case you have forgotten our next big item is the Congregational outing at 
Auchencruive in June. ) 
 
These past few weeks has seen the regular Sunday School on our Easter break And 
so after the monster read of the previous newsletter this letter will seem small  in 
comparison, but the its importance will be no less  for that. 
 
Our Activity Sunday School has been in full swing and we owe a big thank you to all 
of you who helped in this period. Everyone who was involved enjoyed the 
experience. Continuity is so so important for the children attending Sunday School. 
 
You may recall in my previous newsletter I told I would be letting you know about  
other parts of the Sunday School . This month it „s the opportunity of the Bible Class.  
 
Of all the constituent parts which comprise our Sunday School ,this is without doubt 
the most challenging.  Indeed Alec Milne and our Youth Worker Laura Bridge have  
many challenges as they help  the older members of our Sunday School  receive  a 
Christian education – a message which is as more than 2000 years old but which is 
relevant in these modern times.  
  
This session Alec and Laura and the Bible Class have been looking at John‟s Gospel 
and discussing the ideas of faith and belief through who Jesus was and what Jesus 
did; the spiritual meaning behind the many miracles and teachings.  
 

In chapter 1 they looked at John the Baptist, God‟s road builder. How his preaching 
of a new life of changed hearts and lives prepared the way for Jesus.  
 

The wedding at Cana was the topic for their next discussion. The unexpected setting 
for Jesus first miracle, unexpected because it is instigated in many ways by Mary, but 
no less powerful as it expresses Mary‟s belief in Jesus. 
 

The Bible Class then looked at 2 examples of unbelief.  The first of Nicodemus, an 
important teacher of the law who could not believe what Jesus was telling. The 
second, the shallowness of the people after they were fed (feeing of the 5000) who 
could not believe who Jesus was. “I tell you the truth; you aren‟t looking for me 
because you saw me do miracles. You are looking for me because you ate the bread 
and were satisfied.” 
 

This led them to discuss the subtlety of Jesus teachings in using everyday examples 
that related to more important spiritual aspects. For example the physical 
nourishment provided by the bread and the idea that we need fed spiritually. 
 
The remainder of their journey with John will continue to look at the miracles and 
teachings of Jesus so that they “may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God. 
Then, by believing, you may have life through his name.”

Get Up and Go: Lessons from the Book of Ezra 

 

In looking at the Book of Ezra we start a new, redemptive, phase of the nationôs story. 

Following the dismal failures recorded in the historical books of Kings and Chronicles, and 

subsequent punishment by captivity, we now have three books - Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther - that 

relate to the restoration process and new beginning.  

This new beginning is facilitated by two factors. One is the providence of God working 

through earthly powers in ordaining circumstances that make it suitable for significant things 

to happen. In chapter 1, Ezra, records a decree from Cyrus commissioning the exiles to return 

to Jerusalem in order to see the city restored and the worship of God re-established. That 

same Cyrus also supplied them with goods and resources to help them with the task.  

The second factor is human cooperation. The people eagerly responded to the decree and the 

invitation to return. Judging from the list of those who returned they represented the whole 

nation: some of tribes, some of families and some as individuals. They are the ones whose 

ñspirits have been stirredò by God so making this aspect of human behaviour the result of a 

response to Divine stimulus.  

These people, ñwhose hearts God had stirredò gave willingly of their time, energies and goods 

for this important work. Once there, they set about ñwith great diligenceò to restore the sacred 

places, beginning with the altar and proceeding to re-erect the Temple itself. It was a time of 

rejoicing and they gladly celebrated the Passover and sacrificed burnt offerings in the process. 

Everything was going very well.  

But, in the second phase of the book the picture changes when tragedy falls in the form of 

opposition.  A protest letter was sent to Artaxerxes who immediately forbad any further work 

pending enquiries to corroborate the allegations made. The óenemies of Godô set about to 

frustrate the work of God. 

But, it takes more than a decree to hinder the building. Initially, the work stopped and the 

building was left in a state of disrepair while the people concentrated on their own dwellings. 

But, challenged by the preaching of Haggai the prophet, who now appeared on the scene, the 

people were once again motivated to resume the work and so completed the rebuilding, much 

to the joy of the onlookers. The two forces were at work: divine providence and human 

endeavour; for, meanwhile Darius became involved along with Artaxerxes and when search 

was duly made the original decree was found and, as a result, approval for the work to resume 

was given as an impetus to completion. That search had also motivated Artaxerxes to realise 

the importance of this return and so he had commissioned Ezra the priest ï an expert in the 

law ï to go up to Jerusalem and make his contribution. By sensitively teaching the people he 

ensured that, alongside the physical artefacts of altar and temple, there was distinctive and 

appropriate behaviour in the form of dedication and holiness. 

What lessons are there for us in this book? Surely, it emphasises ï on the one hand ï 

recognition of the sovereignty of God through the providential decrees that facilitate the 

fulfilling of His purpose. Complementing that is the essential response of those whose hearts 

are willing and who commit themselves wholeheartedly to the work of God. Sustaining that 

commitment and diligence is spurred on by the ministry of the Word and the personal 

devotion of those involved.  

We shall see more of that in the next two examples in the books of Nehemiah and Esther.

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Malawi Committee 
 

A relatively new committee has been formed and this article sets out to explain how it came 

about and what it hopes to achieve. 

 

Context: The project has come about through the Bandawe / Ayr Partnership created in 2006 

with a purpose to strengthen and develop relationships and assist in enriching areas such as 

church, education, health and commerce.  

Following the initiation of our Centenary fund-raising, our church linked with the Phiri 

Congregation (led by Rev. Joseph Chimembe) and it was agreed at the outset that 70% of the 

funds raised would be used to assist with their needs. To date, this figure has reached approx 

£14,500. 

 

Aim: The aim of this committee is to: 

- forge specific relationships with various organisations in Phiri Church, Bandawe 

- oversee the disbursement of funds raised from our Centenary fund raising events 

Committee Members: Sandra McCall (chair), Rev. George Fiddes, Margaret McIntosh, Jim 

Morrison, Bryce Wilson, Helen Johnston, Sheena Relly, Maureen Bird, Robin McMeechan 

 

Progress: We had our initial committee meeting in January 2009 and have since then been 

gathering as much information about Phiri, and the situation there, as we can. 

We had a second meeting in February to which we invited David & Liz Geddes and Nan Boyle 

from Monkton & Prestwick North Church to come along and share their experiences.  

From this we were able to clarify what our priorities should be, and had this agreed at the 

Congregational Board Meeting in March: 

- To undertake as full a fact-find as possible, concerning: 

o Welfare (basic needs)  ï clean water supplies; current food supply, sustainability 

and distribution methods; agriculture; orphans; widows; the sick; shelter; etc. 

o Education ï how much takes place, what kind, where does it take place, do they 

have trained teachers, what learning and play materials do they have, etc. 

o Church and associated buildings ï what are they used for, how often in the week 

are they used, what state of build and/or repair are they in, etc. 

- To establish how they would prioritise their most pressing needs within each of the three 

categories above 

- To set up better communication channels including telephone numbers, email addresses, 

postal addresses, banking facilities, etc.  

- To build up specific relationships with named individuals, especially in their most 

influential Church organisations: 

o The Session, which carries immense power and influence 

o The Womenôs Guild, which takes great responsibility for care of the community 

at large, and in particular of orphans and widows 

o The Sunday School, which looks after the spiritual welfare of all children 

o The Finance Committee, which monitors the use of all funds in the church  
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- In general, not to sponsor individuals but to use funding to support things for the greater 

good of many e.g. training a teacher rather than sponsoring an individualôs education 

- To strongly encourage multi-purpose use of church buildings throughout the week 

- To óProject Manageô all initiatives and requests for funding and maintain detailed 

accounts 

- To start off with small projects which will help to build the individual relationships, build 

trust and, test our systems to óproject manageô initiatives 

Going Forward: It is our intention to: 

- Meet as a committee on a monthly basis 

- Continue the fact-find with Rev Chimembe 

- Establish their priorities and support their immediate needs 

- Continue to work with the well established Ψ! aƻƳŜƴǘ CƻǊ aŀƭŀǿƛΩ ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΣ 

through the Renovare Group, to ensure we offer cohesive support to Phiri 

- Forge the specific relationships with the organisations in Phiri 

- Establish longer term self-sufficiency plans and project manage these 

- Investigate the ways in which we may be able to secure any additional funding 

that may be required 

- Report to the Congregational Board on a quarterly basis 

- Provide updates in the Church Newsletter on a regular basis 

- Create a dedicated page on our Church Website 

 

The situation in Malawi requires our prayers as well as our tangible support so we encourage 

you to please remember the people, and their state of affairs, in your prayers.

Born one of three children with sisters Lily and the late Margaret, and 
educated in Kilmarnock. Adam studied at Kilmarnock College to gain his 
Higher National Diploma in Design Engineering.  His working life began at 
Wallacetown Engineering and then to Scottish Aviation and then finally with 
Weirs of Cathcart, from where he retired.  
 
He met Lillias at a church badminton match Adam playing for a Kilmarnock 
church and Lillias for St. Nicholas, they have shared some 56 years of 
married life together and knew the joy of a family with Alison and her husband 
Steven and the late Colin, and grandsons Neil and Mark. 
 
Adam was someone who had always enjoyed outdoor pursuits in his younger 
days enjoyed walking and he was a very keen bird watcher and made many 
friends through that interest. Wednesdays were when the local group would 
meet and head off together. He was also a very keen gardener and enjoyed 
working in the garden and being surrounded by nature. He was quite musical 
and was something of a violinist.
